Display knowledge of and effectively utilize the writing process (pre-writing, drafting, revising,
peer editing, and proofreading).

Show measurable improvement in production of 45 to 60-minute timed writings and essay test
questions.

Effectively use the steps of the writing process (e.g., prewriting, outlining, multiple drafts, peer
editing, and final products).
